DECLARATION OF INTERESTS

· There were no declarations of interests.

MINUTES

· The minutes of the meeting held on 1st December 2005 were signed as a true record of that meeting, after the following amendment was made. On page 797 the location should be “Cliffe Woods Primary School.” 
MATTERS ARISING

· The Clerk reported that Messrs Raydor had emailed today the wording of the anti-vandal noticeboard at the Children’s Play Area. He was unable to print it.

· Cllr Wenban said he would re-stick the safety mats on the Children’s Area when the weather improved.

· Cllr C Fribbins reported that his son, who is voluntary setting up the Parish Council web site, had to telephone the clerk.

· Cllr Mrs Moore reported that she had not visited footpath RS289, she had been ill. The Chairman suggested she ask another member of the committee to inspect this path.

· The Clerk stated that now that the Caretaker had confirmed the existence of all assets he would finalise the Inspection Record Book.

· The Youth Parish Council Information had been received from Jenni Davis of Medway Council Youth Services. This was passed to Cllr Mrs Parker.

· Cllr Copsey’ reported that there was nothing in the “Patient Public Involvement Forum Reports that affected the Parish.

· Cllr Green reported that Mr Butcher had still not completed the welding on the gate onto the Recreation Area

· Cllr Wright reported that there had been no meeting of the Finance and General Purposes Committee to discuss Open Spaces appeal for funding.

· Cllr Mrs Moore reported that she had not visited footpath RS65 to discover if it has been cleared. The Chairman advised that she should request a committee member to carry this out.

· Cllr Wright that he could take the noticeboards to the Caretaker’s Container  to have them repainted. He would liaise with he Chairman on this.

· He had received a verbal quotation  from a Mr West to replace the brickwork at the notice board in Cooling Street. He had asked Mr Graves to submit a quotation for the same job for a comparison. It was agreed that if Mr Graves did not submit a quotation then Mr West would be asked to carry out the job.

· Cllr Wright reported that Mr Graves had received an award from Radio Kent for the Christmas lighting on his house. Cllr Green recommended a letter of congratulation be sent.

· There had been no reply to the letter re the lack of clear visibility at the junction of the Wainscot bypass and B2000. To follow up.

ADJOURNMENT

· Ms Linda Maynard reported that the Clark’s Commuter Coaches had stopped going to Cliffe Village, due to being struck by stones. Passengers had to leave the vehicles in Cliffe Woods. She asked how the Parish Council could assist in getting this service recommenced. Chairman Kentell  stated that this Transport Operation was outwith the control of the Parish Council and letter would be sent to the police advising of their concern. Cllr Fribbins explained the way the system operated.

· Mr Baker initially highlighted the muddy footprints on the entry door to the Small Memorial Hall. He supported Ms Maynard’s concern regarding the Antisocial Behaviour and suggested to the Young Persons, who were in attendance, to advise the authorities who these vandals are. In response to the letter he had received regarding the cutting of the hedging around the Small Memorial Hall, he asked to meet a Councillor to find out the hedge height required. It was agreed that Cllr Copsey would meet Mr Baker.
